FIRST PART – ADMINISTRATIVE ARRANGEMENTS

Art. 3 The student will pay registration and tuition fees for each academic year to only one of the Institution according to the following calendar:

In any case, the PhD student must pay, for each academic year, the Apulian Regional fees for the Right to University Education (ADISU fees).  

Art. 4 The PhD student is in charge of taking care of the administrative duties related to both the PhD courses he/she is attending, including the enrolment procedure and the application for the final exam or the PhD extension.
Art. 5 Insurance coverage will be guaranteed by both Universities according to the established agreement and legislation in place. For additional risks not covered by insurance as mandated by law, the PhD student may use a personal insurance. The cost of medical coverage will be borne directly by the PhD student.   

Art. 6 The doctoral candidate is responsible for all procedures and fees related to his/her VISA.
SECOND PART – DIDACTIC ARRANGEMENTS
Art. 7 The subject of the jointly supervised PhD dissertation is: _____________________
The PhD student ______________________ will carry out the dissertation under the supervision of:

Both Supervisors undertake to co-supervise the doctoral candidate [Name Surname] and constantly monitor his/her academic progress; they commit to a common effort and agree to communicate regularly with one another in order to evaluate the progress of the doctoral candidate’s research project. Should one of the two Supervisors leave his/her Institution, standard institutional procedures must be followed to find a replacement Supervisor and the other Supervisor is involved in this process. This agreement shall not be amended if one of the two Supervisors is replaced but this fact must be communicated to both Institutions in writing. 
Art. 8 The PhD duration is three years, starting from the date of first enrolment in one of the two Institutions. 
The PhD student will carry out research activities at both Universities on alternate periods:

The teaching obligations of the PhD student will be jointly agreed, according with the regulations of both the PhD courses involved.
Art. 9 The submission, registration and reproduction of the thesis will be carried out in each country according to the applicable regulations.
At Politecnico di Bari, for the purpose of the final exam the PhD student must complete all administrative requirements, including the online archiving procedure of the PhD thesis within the open-access university archive. The privacy, publication and use of the thesis, as well as protection of the research results collected by the PhD student, will be subject to the provided regulations and guaranteed in accordance with the procedures specific to each country involved in the co-supervision.
Art. 10 - The final dissertation will be presented at a Committee during a single final exam at the University of _____________________________.  The fulfilments for the final dissertation are disciplined by the regulations set in the University where the thesis will be discussed.
The dissertation will be drafted and presented in ___________________(language). A written and oral summary in ______________ (language) will be added to it. 

Art. 11 The members of the Committee are appointed by both Universities according to the regulations of the two Institutions. The Committee is composed by an equal number of representatives of each University and it is made of at least four members including the two supervisors.
In the absence of other dispositions, travel costs held by the supervisors and by the Committee members will be covered by the University of ______________________ . (Institution where the defense takes place)
Art. 12 After a single dissertation and following a positive evaluation of the Committee, the two Institutions will confer the qualification of:

The Institution where the oral defense takes place is responsible for sending the oral defense documents to the partner Institution together with the minutes of the oral defense (when applicable).
Upon approval of the doctoral thesis during the oral defense, the doctoral candidate is awarded his/her doctoral degree - in which the doctoral thesis co-supervision must be mentioned - by the two Institutions:

THIRD PART – INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS AND CONCLUSION
Art. 13 Procedures concerning deposit, description and reproduction of the dissertation will be accomplished in each Country, according to the regulations in force. 

The protection of the dissertation subject, its publication, exploitation and the protection of the results obtained in the two Universities will be subject to the laws in force and insured according to the procedures in force in the two countries involved in the agreement. 

Art. 14 Four original copies (two copies foe reach party) of this agreement are drafted in English. They all have legal validity. This agreement comes into force when signed by the legal representatives of the two Institution and is valid until the date of the PhD final exam. 
Art. 15 This agreement is to be considered invalid if the student renounce or is excluded from one of the two PhDs and if the provisions of the agreement are not respected.

Art. 16 The parties agree to amicably settle any dispute arising from the interpretation or application of this agreement. If an accord is not met, the court appointed to settle any disagreements will, exclusively, be the one with competence of jurisdiction according to the laws of the country of the PhD student’s home University.
